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Air Assault School 

20 July - 2 August 

 

Over the summer break, one of 
the Sun Devil Battalion Cadet had 
the opportunity to participate in the 
highly-demanding, fast-paced Air 
Assault School at Ft. Moore, GA 
and West Point, NY.  

Air Assault School focuses on 
equipping Soldiers with the neces-
sary skills to conduct Air Assault 
Operations. The curriculum focuses 
on attention to detail, helicopter op-
erations, rappelling techniques, air 
movement planning, load planning, 
and physical fitness. Spanning approximately 2 weeks, the course 
includes rigorous physical training, classroom instruction and practi-
cal exercises. After a successful completion, soldiers and Cadets 
earn the Air Assault Badge, signifying their proficiency in these criti-
cal operations skills.  

Known as the ñArmyôs 10 toughest daysò Air Assault School pre-
pares students for air mobile operations. Itôs a physically and men-
tally demanding three-phase course.  These phases are: the aca-
demic phase, the sling-load operations and rappelling. The Air As-
sault Course culminates with a 12-mile ruck march within 3 hours.    

During these phases, MSIV Sun Devil Battalion Cadet Brody Wil-
son  trained on combat assault, sling loads, rappelling, physical 
fitness and various other critical skills, and was awarded the covet-
ed Air Assault Badge.  His Air Assault course took place at West 
Point from 20 July to 2 August.  

Throughout the course he completed the obstacle course, a 2 miles 
run, a 6 mile ruck, a 4 mile run and a 12 mile ruck. Already a tough 
course to get through, for CDT Wilson the hardest part was the 
sling load inspection. He indicates that they had to inspect 4 loads 
for any deficiencies which could be anything from a misrouted 550 
cord to a piece of loose metal that isnôt secured. He says that Air 
Assault helped him focus on attention 
to detail which is incredibly important 
for the safety of sling load operations. 

The part of Air Assault that CDT Wil-
son enjoyed the most was rappelling 
out of a Black Hawk. This task is not 
for the ones with fear of heights, since 
the helicopter went up about 100 feet 
in the air and then rappelled out. He 
exclaimed that he was actually very 
proud of himself for not hitting  the hel-
icopter when he rappelled, as this is a 
problem that other Cadets encoun-
tered.

Cadet Summer Training 

31 May - 20 August 

Sun Devil Battalion Cadets demonstrated hard work during Cadet Summer Training (CST) 2025.  For a period of 
36 days, they brave the elements and intense heat and humidity, and came out triumphantly! 

CST is the single largest training event in the Army, where Cadet Command trains more than 6,000 Army ROTC Cadets 
(Advance Camp) and about 1,200 Cadets (Basic Camp) from all over the country during a period of 100 days at Fort Knox, 
KY. CST is a fast-paced, rigorous and challenging program that includes a wide range of subjects that focus on abilities, men-
tal agility and physical fitness. The Cadetsô power of reasoning, ingenuity and endurance are put to test during these courses.   

MSIV Cadets Evan Schlueter and Brody Wilson (Advanced Camp) were awarded with the coveted RECONDO 
(Reconnaissance CommandDO) Badge.  This honor is achieved when a Cadet demonstrates initiative in preparing for 
training and leading in Advanced Camp by displaying individual superior performance. Among the criteria to earn this badge is 
to score at least 80 points or higher on each event of the Army Fitness Test (AFT), and 90% or higher on the written land navi-
gation test. Only 0.04% of the 6,092 Army ROTC Cadets who attended CST received this honor!

Six Sun Devil Battalion Cadets gained valuable lessons 
when they had the opportunity to participate in the Cadet 
Troop Leader Training (CTLT) that took place in different Military 
bases during this Summer.  
 
CTLT is a great opportunity for Cadets to gather practical experi-
ence from an actual Army Unit. CTLT provides Cadets with first 
hand experience into the everyday lives of Lieutenants from all 
disciplines by shadowing platoon leaders. It is all about learning 
and being open to experiences that will help shape their future 
career.   
 
MISIV twin brothers Javier and Josue Morales, attended sep-
arate CTLT during this summer.  While Javier flew to North Caro-
line from 12 July to 1 August after completing Advance Cadet 
Summer Training (CST), Josue packed his bags and headed 
over to Ft. Sill, Oklahoma where he trained from 12 July to 1 Au-
gust. Even though identical and difficult to tell them apart (theyôre 
even studying the same major and both are part of the Cadet 
Leadership!), their CTLT experiences were different.  
 
Javier trained with the 82nd BDE, 2-319 ñBlack Flaconsò and 
found the training to be fast-paced, dynamic and exactly what he 
was anticipated: the tempo and culture matched his expecta-
tions. Javier was able to observe first hand what it takes to lead a 
functioning unit: planning, coordinating and executing real tasks 
under real conditions. He opines that operating in that environ-
ment builds confidence and earns respect. Javier says that he 
learned to adapt to dynamic situations while managing people 
and resources. He recommends his fellow Cadets to participate 
in CTLT as it gives a taste of what life as an office would be like.  
 
Josue trained with an Air Defense Unit, 31st Brigade at Ft. Sill. 
He says that CTLT was everything he was expecting itôd be. Ac-
cording to him,  thanks to the interaction with different levels of 
NCOs (Non-commissioned Officer) and officers (he trained with 
the Patriot Unit), he gained useful knowledge of how a schedule 
looks and how to handle the challenges of the job. Josue particu-
larly enjoyed observing all the simulators and the actual equip-
ment of what Air Defense brings. With Air Defense being his 
number branch selection, it was instructive for him to see how 
they train and utilize the equipment, such as Strykers and C-
RAMs (SHORAD).

He adds that their insights, both in big-picture thinking and small details, helped him with his 
own perspective on what it takes to be an effective officer. CDT Sheldon was extremely appreciative of CPT Hodsden, CPT 
Lamb, SFC Kash, and SPC Onslow, who in his opinion went out of their way to mentor him during CTLT. CDT Sheldon did his 
CTLT at Fort Benning, Georgia, with 1st Battalion, 29th Infantry Regiment from August 1st to August 21st. 

 

The Sun Devil Battalion Commander, CDT William Waddington participated in the CTLT program with the 15th Military Intel-
ligence Battalion (Aerial Exploitation) at Fort Hood, Texas. Over three weeks, he shadowed aviation officers and gained firsthand 
experience in the unitôs mission to provide aerial intelligence support. He flew in C-12 aircraft, observed real-time Grey Eagle 
drone operations, and took part in a field training exercise with a Field Artillery (Paladin) unit. The experience offered valuable 
insight into how intelligence, aviation, and artillery integrate to support larger Army operations, while also allowing him to learn 
directly from company and battalion leaders about the responsibilities of a future officer. 

Spending time in beautiful Oahu, Hawaii is not a bad way to go through part of your summer. Even better is when that time 
was used to learn military trades that will help a Cadet once becoming an officer of the United States Army. MSIV Cadet Julian 
Cruz completed his training from 26 July to 16 August with the Sustainment Unit of the 25th Infantry Division in Hawaii. There he 
learned plenty about field and garrison conditions. He learned how to use inventory logs and 5988 forms, received knowledge of 
sustainment administration, and observed the unit's operations during a field exercise. In addition, he learned how to use the 
MEDPROS system and observed medical services by sitting in with patients.
